Dear Parents and Carers,

Week beginning Monday 15 February, 2021 all students K-6 will continue to be
enter the south site school grounds without their parent/carer, to line up before
going into classes.

If there is an issue or concern then parents are required to request a time
convenient to the teacher and themselves to discuss these concerns. The concerns
should not be written in Class Dojo just the request for a meeting. Classes have
started to send homework home through Class Dojo so please make sure you are
signed in.

During the week beginning 22 February we are going to hold Meet The Teacher.
We are restricted to COVID regulations therefore one parent only may

attend your child's class Meet The Teacher time. You will be expected to sign in
with our school QR code as well as COVID sign in papers. There will be allocated
entry/exits for classroom access for parents as this meeting will be held in your
child's classroom with your child's teacher. We have allocated 30 minutes of
presentation and to allow for signing in and exiting abiding by social distancing
protocols. This is not an individual parent/teacher interview time. We are excited
about having contact with our parents and are asking that you support us in this
event.
